The �lm cassette for wrapping is
consumable (sold separately).

against each part when assembling.

Insert the armrest into the hole of the main unit, 
making sure that the wider side of the armrest post is 
facting the rear, and push it straight in until it is fully 
inserted.

Lift the backrest and raise it 
fully toward the rear.

If not locked, the armrest may detach, causing instability 
and potential injury.

You can adjust
from 28 - 40 ℃ between low and high.

If you touch the same part of the skin for a long time even at about 40℃ it may cause 
burns.

Care
・Please pull out the power plug.　・Do not submerge in water.
・Clean with a soft sponge or cloth. Use a neutral detergent and wipe o� the moisture 
　with a dry cloth.

・Do not splash water or urine.
・Sitting for a long time, please lower the toilet seat temperature or switch o�.
・Do not use as a step stool.
・Discontinue use if the toilet seat or power cord is damaged.
・When the next person is used, lower the toilet seat temperature or turn o� the switch. 
　Please be careful of those around you.
【Children, elderly, sick person, those who cannot control the temperature by themselves 

and those with sensitive skin】
・If the power code is damaged, it is dangerous, so please contact Wrappon safety call.

・Do not pour chlorine based detergent, insecticide and thinner, etc.
・When not in use for a long time, please switch o� or unplug the power plug.

To recline the backrest, lift the backrest lock release lever at the back of the backrest 
upwards to unlock it, the tilt the backrest forward.

To recline the backrest

When moving the chair, make sure the armrests are securely locked.
Lift the front side of the armrests to move the chair.

Before relieving yourself, be sure to poor
in the coagulant.

While wrapping, operating light �ashes
green. The display screen shows an
estimate of the remaining time until the
wrapping is completed. Wrapping will be 
completed in about 90 seconds, and you will 
hear beeping sounds. The operating light of 
the remote control goes out and wrapped �lm 
is automatically separated. Do not use it until 
the �lm is completely separated.

Never pull the �lm until wrapping
is �nished.

If you press the �ush button while sitting, it 
may cause the �lm to tear.
